The regular meeting of the Town of South Bristol Zoning Board of Appeals was called to order at 7:30 P.M.   All board members were present.

Other Business To Come Before The Board

Board Vacancies-Chairman Hanvey told the board that the board had received resumes from four people who were interested in the two openings on the ZBA.  He also said that he had called people who had expressed interest in a position on the Town Board, Planning Board or ZBA in the past to see if they would be interested in becoming a member of the ZBA.  Chairman Hanvey said those that were still interested had submitted their resume.  He indicated that resumes were received from other interested parties as well.
Chairman Hanvey said that he would like to select two people with administrative experience so that in 5 years or less they could take over SEQR responsibility for the board, run a meeting, become vice-chairman, or chairman.  He said it was also important that they be able to communicate well with the public.  Mr. Hanvey indicated that he would like to see the board members rotate in their positions as well as have new people on the board every 5 years or so.
Discussion followed. It was noted that the board had an excellent group of candidates to choose from.  Background, experience, and location in the town were all key factors considered by the board during said discussion.  As a result, the board selected Sandra Hulbert for the Alternate #1 opening and Thomas Burgie for the Alternate #2 opening.
It was agreed that the board secretary would send a memo off to the Town Board indicating the ZBA’s recommendations for filling the board’s two alternate board member vacancies and requesting that the Town Board take action on the two vacancies at their next meeting in June.
There being no other business to come before the board, Joe Polimeni made a motion to adjourn.   The motion was seconded by Ken Hanvey.  The motion was unanimously accepted and the meeting adjourned at 8:00 P.M.
